I. William Turk President called the February 8, 2018 regular meeting of the Borough Council to
order at 7:03 pm in the Borough Municipal Building, 417 Lincoln Avenue, Walnutport, PA
18088. Mr. Turk led the Pledge of allegiance.

4. Opportunity for Residents & taxpayers to be Heard —

A. Don Eckert was questioning when will there be a volley ball court put in at the recreation
center...council explained they will keep it on unfinished business. They will look into the
cost and see if there is anything we can do.

B. Robert Malick from 717 Lincoln Avenue was complaining about his car apparently getting
hit by snow plow truck. He called the office in the past and nothing was done. Annette
explained she told him he needed to fill out the complaint form. Then she can hand it over
the appropriate person. Annette is just the secretary. Jen reaffirmed what Annette said to
Mr. Malick.

You need to go a
little faster. It is heavy so when it hits something, it could damage it...Harold and Dave
also agreed with Mr. Smith. Mr. Smith then gave an update on the fire company.
Construction will begin soon. They hired Boyle Construction to do the work. They are
hoping to be reopened by October.

D. Kristy Wilk from NOVA gave an update. They had a few personnel changes. They are
doing fund raisers-a comedy night & cherry pie sales. 2017 they had 3660 total calls, 290
were in Walnutport. 95% response rate. 5% mutual aid responded.

Fast Fill has been owned
by his family since 1986. He took over ownership in 2002. He would like to sell alcohol at the
store. It would be sold there, not consumed. They will follow all regulations that are set by the
